All bike styles are different, but starting at the top would be track racing bikes at over 

150psi then road racers at 110ish down to hybrid or commuter bikes at between 75 

and 60 psi . Mountain bikes and BMX should be around the 40psi mark depending in 

the trail surface and conditions, and riders running tubeless can also go lower for 

more grip. Kids can get away with 25psi and most push chairs should never be over 

that or the rim can buckle. They only have plastic rims, Dads!
